A complete application will include the following information: 

• Personal Information 

• Demographics  

• Educational Plan  

• Basic Household Financial Information   

• Personal Achievements  

• Supported Documentation, including, but not limited to: 

o (3) Letters of Recommendation – These letters must be attached to your application upon 

completion. Each letter should be from an individual that can speak to your character and 

professional progress.   

o Personal Essay – upload to your application a personal essay of no more than 500 words 

addressing:  

▪ The impact of this scholarship  

▪ Your goals and ambitions related to health and wellness 

▪ Any other pertinent information
